LOST AND FOUND

For the convenience of our other guests, and in an effort to provide the
cleanest and most sanitary accommodations available, pets are not permitted
in International House.

EXERCISE ROOM
The Exercise Room is open 24 hours a day, seven days a week. This room is
located in the lower level of the building.

LAUNDRY

The Laundry Room is located on the lower level, and can be easily accessed
using the North Elevator located in the center of the building. The washers
and dryers are coin operated and this space is open 24 hours a day.



INTERNET ACCESS

International House is able to offer short-term guests wireless high speed
internet access for a nominal fee. Daily and weekly rates are available. Please
sign up for this service through the Front Desk between 7am-11pm daily.

ICE MACHINES

A single serving ice machine is located in the Dining Hall.

VENDING MACHINES

Drink and snack machines are located in the Dining Hall.

THE TIFFIN CAFE

International House is pleased to offer daily access to food and beverages via
the Tiffin Café, located opposite the Dining Hall on the first floor. The Tiffin
Café offers hot and cold beverages, soups, snacks, sandwiches and salads.
Each short-term guest will receive a daily coupon that can be redeemed
towards a continental breakfast offering in the Tiffin Café.

GUEST ROOM POLICIES

+ Under the Chicago Clean Indoor Air Ordinance, smoking is strictly
prohibited in the building, within the courtyard, and within 15 feet of
any entrance. A $250 room recovery fee will automatically be charged
to our account for smoking in your room.

% The Courtyard is open from 8am until 11pm daily, weather permitting.

¢ Alcohol for personal consumption is permitted in the building if you
are of legal drinking age, which is 21 in Illinois. We ask that persons
consuming alcohol on the premises do so responsibly.

% Check out is 12:00pm daily. Guests checking out after this time are
subject to a late checkout fee of $30. In addition, a full night’s room
charge will apply for any guest checking out after 4:00pm. We are not
able to accommodate late checkout requests by guests.

¢ Luggage storage is not available for guests who have checked out of
their room.

¢ For security purposes, we encourage all guests to carry their keys with
them at all times and keep their door locked.

¢ Guests are responsible for both their security key and room key. Any
lost or missing keys should be reported to the front desk immediately.
A $100 charge will apply for any lost keys or for keys that are not
returned at the time of checkout.

% For the convenience and comfort of all guests, we ask that the room
noise be kept to a minimum. TV’s, radios and conversations should
not be heard in hallways when your room door is closed.

% All occupants are required to exit the building in the event of a fire
alarm activation.

% Should you need to extend your stay or end your stay with us early,
please notify the front desk as soon as possible.
